FEAST DAY OF THE WEEK
Dec. 08 - Immaculate Conception
imaculate The doctrine of the Immaculate
“&: Conception was proclaimed as infallible
by Pope Pius IX in the formal
=\ proclamation, Ineffabilis Deus, in 1854:
‘We declare, pronounce and define that the doctrine
which holds that the Blessed Virgin Mary, at the first
instant of her conception, by a singular privilege and
grace of the Omnipotent God, in virtue of the merits
of Jesus Christ, the Savior of mankind, was
preserved immaculate from all stain of original sin,
has been revealed by God, and therefore should
firmly and constantly be believed by all the faithful.’
Bernadette's vision at Lourdes in 1858, where Mary
revealed herself as the Immaculate Conception, was
seen as divine approval of the proclamation.
Dec. 13 - St. Lucy (c.283 —¢.304)
Born into a rich, pious family in Syracuse, Lucy —
= whose name means “light” - vowed her
life to Christ. Tradition has it that she
was denounced as a Christian and
martyred under the Emperor Diocletian.
Dec. 14 - St. John of the Cross (1542 — 1591)
Doctor of the Church and mystical theologian. His
wrltlngs reveal profound mystical expressions and
insights — they are literary masterpieces
both in prose and poetry. He is an
exceptional guide in leading others to
the | union with God in prayer and through
the contemplative life. He wrote ‘Abide in peace,
banish cares, take no account of all that happens, and
you will serve God according to his good pleasure
and rest in him.’
