FEAST DAY OF THE WEEK

Mar. 9 - St. Frances Of Rome (1384-1440)
Nature and human nature—plagues and wars—turned
late medieval Rome into a living hell, particularly for
the sick and poor. Frances, by birth and marriage well
provided for, was a devoted wife and mother; but like
Benedictine Oblates, who to this day “pray and work”
while living with their families and working in the
world, she joined like-minded laywomen friends in
ministering to society’s most vulnerable. Frances’
charity was not only “hands on” but “in home.” Her
palace became a hospital after the plague claimed two of
her three children. When her husband’s death ended
their loving marriage of forty years, Frances joined other
widowed Oblates in community. In an interesting link to
the United States, our nation’s premier religious
congregation for women of color, the Oblate Sisters of
Providence, in 1833 established bonds of spiritual
communion with these Oblates of Saint Frances in
Rome. Though Black History Month is past, take a
moment to learn about the good work that Mother
Lange’s spiritual daughters are doing still and consider
supporting them as a Lenten project:

With federal health officials issuing a warning this
week about the potential spread of the coronavirus in
the United States, and news coming in from around
the globe about extreme measures underway to stem
the spread, the Diocese of Camden is issuing the
following instructions:
The Diocese has always advised the faithful that
sickness is a valid reason not to attend Mass or other
Church gatherings where large groups assemble. At
Mass, no member of the faithful is obliged: (1) to
shake hands at the sign of peace; (2) to receive the
Precious Blood of Christ from the chalice; (3) to
receive the Body of Christ on the tongue unless that
is his/her preference.
With the concerns about the coronavirus, the faithful
are encouraged to take all the same precautions they
would follow regarding the flu. Use normal good
judgment. If you are sick or have flu-like symptoms,
stay home. The Holy Sacrifice of the Mass is
broadcast on several television channels and the sick
can make a “spiritual communion” until they return
to good health.
The message from the Centers for Disease Control
and the National Institutes of Health is to be
prepared, but not panicked. The Diocese will
continue to monitor advisories from Catholic and
other organizations regarding precautions on the
coronavirus and share any appropriate information
with the faithful and the parishes.
